3. REFUND OF TUITION FEE AND

OTHER CHARGES

3.1 In case the certificates submitted

by an applicant are found to be bogus

or forged or if wrong information is

provided by him/her, Tuition Fee and

other charges remitted by the

candidate shall not be refunded.
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3.2 There is a detailed criteria to refund

fees. It is the sole responsibility of the

applicant to check his/her eligibility

before applying. If he/she is ineligible

for  admission in the course he/she has

applied for, the fees paid by him/her

shall be refunded after a deduction of

25% of the Tution Fee. However, Late

Fee, Examination Fee and annual

charges, if paid,  will be fully refunded.

1. GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETING

THE ADMISSION FORM

(c) Details of the examination on the basis

of which a candidate is seeking admission

to a specific course must be clearly filled

in the relevant column.

(d) When submitting the online form, the

applicant must upload the copy of the

certificate/s of last examination passed

on the basis of which he/she is claiming

himself/herself to be eligible for

admission.

(e) The spellings of the name of the

candidate, spellings written in the

Admission Form should correspond with

those written in his/her Matriculation/

Senior Secondary certificate or with that

of the last examination passed or any

examination equivalent thereto. If any

discrepency is found in the admission form,

Rs. 270/-will be charged from the

candidate.

(f) Subjects offered for the course should be

appropriately filled in the proper column.

(g) From the session 2024-25, admission to

Centre for Distance and Online Education

will be done only through online mode. The

Centre will provide expert assistance (as

per university rules) to the candidates who

need help in filling the online form.
Note :  A student who is already registered

with Punjabi University, Patiala,  must fill up

his/her registration number in the Admission

Form.

4. RECOGNITION OF

UNIVERSITIES

The certificates/degrees  issued by

all statutory universities or institutions

recognised by the Association of

Indian Universities (Inter-University

Board) are considered equivalent

(unless specified otherwise) to the

corresponding certificates/degrees of

this university for the purpose of

admission to various courses.

IMPORTANT NOTE

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5. INFORMATION REGARDING

PUNJABI LAZMI (MUDHLA

GYAN)

Punjabi Lazmi (Mudhla Gyan) in

lieu of Punjabi Compulsory shall be

allowed to the following categories of

candidates :

Those who have passed their

Matriculation examination from a

school located outside Punjab or an

examination recognized as equivalent

thereto.

1. A candidate whose mother tongue

is not Punjabi

2. A candidate who is residing in

any state other than Punjab.

3. Children of NRI/NRE, Defence

personnel/Para military personnel

(serving or retired) will be allowed

to opt for the subject of Punjabi

Lazmi (Mudhla Gyan), provided that

father/mother/guardian (in case

that his/her father is deceased) of

the candidate provides an affidavit

that the candidate has not studied

Punjabi at the school level.

4. A candidate who has passed his/

her Matriculation examination from

a school in Punjab is not allowed

to take up the subject of Punjabi

Lazmi (Mudhla Gyan) in lieu of

Punjabi Complsory at the graduate

level.

6. REQUIRED ORIGINAL CERTIFICATES

AND MIGRATION  CERTIFICATE

Migration Certif icate and other

required original certificates shall have to

be submitted with the Admission Form

after applying. All original certificates must

be submitted only with hard copy of the

original form within 15 days of applying

online. However the migration certificate

may be provided with in one month of

applying on time. Admission Form with the

permission of Deputy Registrar, Centre for

the Distance and Online Education. After

that late fee of Rs. 1000/- will be charged.

EXEMPTION FROM MIGRATION

CERTIFICATE

The following categories of candidates

are exempted from the production of

Migration Certificate :

(a) A candidates applying for admission

after passing Matriculation/ Higher

(b) A candidate seeking admission in

Punjabi Praveshika (Preliminary Course

in Punjabi) Diploma in Divinity.

7. DOCUMENTS  REQUIRED  TO  BE

SUBMITTED  WITH  THE

ADMISSION  FORM

(a) A candidate who applies for admission

on-line, must send the hard copy of the

admission form, self-attested photo

copies of certificates, migration

certificate and fee receipt required for

eligibility for the said course within 15

days from the date of submission of

the on-line admission through courier/

registered post to the Deputy Registrar,

Centre for Distance and Online

Education, Punjabi University, Patiala.

(b) A candidate applying for admission at

the entry level (Semester-I) of a course,

must send hard copy of the admission

form, photo copies of certificates,

migration certificate alongwith fee

receipt and also attached the original

certificates, migration certificate

required for eligibility for the said

course within 15 days from the date

of submission of the on-line admission

(c) The candidate must send the receipt of

fees deposited through e-banking/core-

banking alongwith the admission form.

(d) A self-attested photo copy /original/

provisional Certificate/Degree and the

Detailed Marks Certificate on the basis

of which admission is being sought

must be sent.

(e) Self-attested copy of the certificate of

the date of birth in Christian era and

copy of Matric Detailed Marks Card

must be sent.

(f) Migration Certificate, in original, if

applicable must be sent.

(g) A candidate who has applied under the

Post Matric Scholarship Scheme (PMS)

should check the instructions on the

website of the Centre (refer to page

13-14).

(h) The date on which a candidate applies

for admission, online and pays the fees,

will be considered the date of

admission.

(i) A Candidate with gap year will have to

attach the result of previous class/

course.

(j) The complete hard copy of admission

form be send to the Deputy Registrar,

Centre for Distance and Online

Education, Punjabi University, Patiala

through registered post or courier.

8. REJECTION OF ADMISSION FORM

VERIFICATION  OF  ORIGINAL

CERTIFICATES

A candidate who has passed the

qualifying examination on the basis of

which they are seeking admission to a

Course from any Board/University (other

than Punjabi University) is required to

submit the original degrees/certificates for

verification. The Centre reserves the right

to cancel the provisional admission and/

or the result of any part of the

examination of the concerned course of

a candidate whose degree/documents are

found to be bogus, forged, or tampered

with. It shall be the responsibility of the

candidate to submit the required

certificates and documents within the

stipulated period as and when demanded,

failing which his/her admission shall

stand cancelled without  any notice.

9. ELIGIBILITY  CONDITIONS  FOR

A candidate who does not fulfill the

conditions regarding Response Sheets,

attendance in Personal Contact

Programmes, Practical/Seminar/Viva

Voce etc. (given in detail with respective

courses) will be considered ineligibile for

appearing in the annual examination.

10.CHANGE OF SUBJECT/OPTION/

MEDIUM

(i) Students are not allowed to change the

course or medium in which they want

to study/take exam filled in by them

in his/her Admission Form.

4. LIBRARY OF THE CENTRE AND

LEARNER SUPPORT CENTRES

The Centre is maintaining its own

library.

6. REFUND OF LIBRARY SECURITY

The library security is refundable (on

request) within one year of the completion

of the course, within one year of the

completion of the course. The prescribed

Application Form is available at the website

of the Centre. In case a student takes

admission in another course in the Centre

he/she will have to submit library security

afresh. It will not be adjusted.
