B.COM. PART-I
(SEMESTERS I & II)

1. Eligibility: Admission to B.Com. Part-I
course is open to any candidate who
has passed 10+2 examination of Punjab
School Education Board or any other
examination recognised as equivalent
thereto with atleast :

(a) 40% marks in aggregate in the
case of candidates who have
passed 10+2 in Commerce Group.

OR

in the aggregate in
case of candidates who have
passed 10+2 in Accounts,
Humanities Group with atleast two
papers out of Commerce/
Mathematics/Economics/
Management.

(b) 45% marks

OR
(c) 50% marks in the aggregate in
case of candidates who have
passed 10+2, but are not covered
under (a) and (b) section
mentioned above.

2. Personal Contact Programme (PCP):
PCPs of 10-12 days will be held in each
semester. It will be mandatory to
attend PCPs and 75% attendance will
be minimum requirement.

3.Internal Assessment: Internal
Assessment will be 30% of the total
marks, i.e. 100. 70% of the score will
be on the basis of external
examination. Modes of continuous
internal assessment will be Mid
Semester Tests (12 marks), Class
Attendence (6 marks) and Project
Work/Assignments/Seminar/Field
Work/Viva-Voce etc (12 marks).

B.COM. PART-II (SEMESTERS III & IV)

1. Eligibility : To qualify for admission
to B.Com. Part-II, a candidate must
have passed 50% of total papers of the
two semesters of the first year. In case,
the result of second semester has not
been declared at the time of admission
to third semester, the student may be
admitted provisionally. But he/she will
be allowed to take examination of third
semesters only if he/she has passed
in 50% of the total papers of first year
(i.e. first and second semesters).

A candidate placed wunder
reappear in any paper, will be
allowed two years/ chances to
pass all subjects

A candidate who joins B.Com.
Part-II course after having passed
his/her B.Com. Part-I examination
from other statutory university shall
be required to qualify all the
deficient papers as mentioned in
the syllabus prescribed by this
university for B.Com. Part-I and
Part-II examinations.

2. Personal Contact Programme (PCP):
PCPs of 10-12 days will be held in
each semester. It will be mandatory
to attend PCPs and 75% attendance
will be minimum requirement.

3.Internal Assessment: Internal
Assessment will be 30% of the total
marks, i.e. 100.

B.COM. PART-III (SEMESTERS V & VI)

Eligibility : To qualify for admission to
B.Com. Part-III, the candidate must
have passed 50% of total papers of the
four semesters of the first and the
second year. In case, the result of the
fourth semester has not been declared
at the time of admission to fifth
semester, the student may be
admitted provisionally. But he/she will
be allowed to take examination of fifth
semester if he/she has passed in 50%
of the total papers of second year (i.e.
third and fourth semester).

A candidate placed under
reappear in any paper, will be allowed
two chances to clear the papers. A
candidate who joins B.Com. Part-III
course after having passed his/her
B.Com. Part-II examination from other
statutory university shall be required
to qualify all the deficient papers as
mentioned in the syllabus prescribed
by this university for B.Com. Part-II and
Part-III examinations.
